Directions to MIT Museum (265 Massachusetts Ave. Cambridge) from BU:

By Bus
Complimentary buses will circulate between BU and the MIT Museum from 5:30-10:00PM.

On Foot
The Museum is 1.3 miles from BU by foot. Follow the dashed black route on the reverse side.
For a more scenic walk, take the solid black route (1.7 miles).

By MBTA (light rail/subway)

At the Boston University Central station, take the Inbound train towards Lechmere and exit at
Park Street. Transfer to the Red Line towards Alewife. Exit at Central Square or Kendall/MIT. For
the reverse trip, take the Inbound Red Line towards Ashmont/Braintree and transfer at Park
Street. Choose the Outbound B: Boston College branch of the Green Line. Exit at BU Central. Fare

is $2.50 per trip. A trip takes about 40 minutes.
